Program Description

senior thesis.

The bachelor of arts in music conforms to the guidelines specified
by the National Association of Schools of Music for accreditation.

« Apply and integrate aural skills, analysis, and sociohistorical
knowledge to the study and interpretation of various musics.

« Demonstrate technological competency necessary to support
a career in music.

* Recognize power relations and biases within the arts and
society and work actively to promote equity and justice
through music.

Admission and Audition Requirements

To be admitted as an undergraduate music major or music minor,
applicants must complete an in-person audition/interview with

the music faculty and complete various diagnostic examinations.
Auditions are arranged through the Office of Undergraduate
Admissions. Specific information on the audition requirements for
each music degree program is available from the department’s
website. Priority consideration for performance scholarships is
given to students who complete all admission requirements before
February 28 of the application year.
